MEMBERSHIP RIGHTS & RULES

A. RIGHTS OF MEMBERS |

1. Voting Rights
Only Ordinary Members are eligible to attend the Club’s General Meetings or appoint
a proxy to attend on their behalf, subject to their membership status.

2. Registration of Spouses and Children as Membership Dependants to use
Facilities
All Members except Lady Members and Junior Members are allowed to register
their spouse and children below the age of 21 (“Membership Dependants”) to use
the Club’s facilities. The registration must be accompanied with a valid marriage
certificate or a valid birth certificate (adoption paper if adopted child). Children are
allowed to use the facilities up to their 21 birthday.

3. Application for Junior Membership by Children
Qualifying children of Ordinary Members are eligible to apply to become Junior
Members. Application for Junior Membership must be submitted together with the
full payment of entrance fees between the child’s 15" and 16" birthdays (latest by
16" birthday).

Children who are 16 years old and above may, before their 20" birthday, submit a
written appeal to The Committee to consider and approve their late application for
Junior Membership. The Committee shall consider the merits of the late application
and may exercise its discretion on a case-to-case basis to approve such late
application. The late application will be subject to additional charges and fees to be
payable besides the standard entrance fees.

Junior Members are eligible to apply for election to Ordinary Membership at the age
of 21 (application to be submitted latest by 21t birthday together with the full payment
of entrance fees).

4. Summary of Rights on Use of Facilities

Introduce All Members and their spouses who are Membership
guests to Dependants are allowed to introduce guests to use the facilities
use facilities | accorded to guests. Junior Members and children are not
allowed to introduce guests to use any facilities including
Food & Beverage.

Golf Playing | Playing rights may be accorded depending on membership
Rights categories, gender, golf handicap, passing of RSGC Golf Test
and other criteria approved by The Committee from time to time
under the Course Control Procedure.

Female Ordinary Members have the same playing rights as the
male Ordinary Members.




Visits to All Members including spouses, Junior Members and children are
reciprocal allowed to visit the reciprocal clubs. The Reciprocal Introduction
clubs Card will be issued in the name of each person individually.

Absent/Overseas Members must reactivate their membership
before applying for the Reciprocal Introduction Card and state the
duration of the visits to the reciprocal clubs.

B. GENERAL

. Decorum : Behaviour and Conduct
It is expected of Members, guests and visitors to behave and carry themselves in a
manner befitting the stature of the RSGC.

The Rules that have been laid down for the use of the facilities and Dress Code of
the Club must be always adhered to by Members, guests and visitors.

. Dress Code
It is expected of Members, guests and visitors to be decently dressed whilst in the
Club. Details of the Dress Code are on page 32 to 34.

. Complaints & Suggestions
Members shall make use of the Complaint & Suggestion Forms (available at
Front-Office Counter and various outlets) or email to feedback@rsgc.com.my to
convey feedback, suggestions, complaints etc to the Club. Complaints against
any employees of the Club shall be in writing to the General Manager or fill in the
Complaint & Suggestion form. Under no circumstances shall a Member directly
reprimand an employee of the Club.

. Membership Card
All Members and Membership Dependants (except for children under 7 years old)
must have a Membership Card each. They must always carry their Membership
Card with them whilst in the Club premises.

When making orders for food & beverage, making purchases at the Pro Shop or
before using the facilities, Members are required to produce their Membership Card
to the serving staff or facility attendant. Members will be also required to produce
their Membership Card to the Duty Officer or any other person authorised by the
Club to conduct membership verification as and when required.

. Updating Membership Records
Members must update their personal particulars by completing and submitting the
prescribed membership form and providing a copy of their latest photograph as and
when required by the Club for updating their membership records.

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. Debarment from using facilities - Members who have been debarred from using
facilities will not be allowed to use any facilities of the Club and their signing account
will also be stopped. The Members so debarred are also not allowed to purchase
cash coupons for use at the outlets.

. REACTIVATION OF ABSENT/OVERSEAS MEMBERSHIP

. An Absent or Overseas Member may use the Club’s facilities for a total period of not
more than 5 months (accumulatively) in a year and at any one time for a continuous
period of not more than 3 months. Those who continuously use the Club’s facilities
for a period of more than 3 months will be reverted to the resident status.

. An Absent/Overseas Member must reactivate his membership by submitting the
Membership Reactivation Form or in writing to the Club prior to using any facilities
of the Club by stating the commencement and ending dates he will be using the
facilities.

. MEMBERS’ GUESTS

. Eligibility to introduce Guests - All Members except Junior Members & children
are allowed to introduce guests to use the facilities. Spouses of Members who are
Membership Dependants are also allowed to introduce guests. Junior Members &
children are strictly not allowed to introduce guests to use any facilities including
dining.

. Procedure for Signing in Guests - Members introducing guests must personally
register their guests at the Front-Office Counter prior to their guests using any
facilities except for dining. Standard guest fees will be charged depending on the
types of facilities to be used by the guests. Guests are not allowed to register to use
the facilities on their own.

Billing receipts will be issued by the Front-Office Counter stating the types of
facilities to be used by the guests. Members are to keep the guest billing receipts for
verification at the outlets and changing rooms.

. Members must always accompany their guests when playing golf or when using
any other facilities including at the F&B outlets. Guests are not allowed to use any
facilities on their own or be left alone at the outlets. If any of the Members’ guests
have arrived at the Club on their own (before the arrival of the introducing Members),
the guests have to wait at the Guests’ waiting area at the Main Lobby.

. Members are responsible for their guests at all times including manner & conduct
and must ensure that their guests adhere to the Rules and Dress Codes of the Club.

. Guests are not allowed to sign for any bills by using the introducing Members’
account. Guests may purchase cash coupons to pay for their expenses at the
outlets.

. Facilities not allowed for use by Members’ Guests - Gymnasium, Reading Room
and Card Room. Reciprocal members and visitors are also not allowed to use these
facilities. However, reciprocal members from clubs which allow RSGC Members to
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use their Gymnasium are allowed to use RSGC’s Gymnasium. Guests, reciprocal
members and visitors are also not allowed to participate in any lessons or classes.
They are also not allowed to use the barber, hair salon and massage services (men
& ladies).

7. Members and Registered Membership Dependants who are debarred or suspended

from using the facilities and those who are in the Absent/Overseas list are not
allowed to be introduced as guests by other Members.

F. FACILITIES

1. The use of the outlets in terms of the opening hours, available facilities and house

rules if any are to be observed by Members, guests and visitors. No one shall
demand that the Clubhouse or an outlet be opened before its opening time or after
its closing time or to close a venue during its opening hours unless prior approval has
been given by The Committee for specific purposes.

2. Members who remain in the Clubhouse or an outlet after the approved extended

closing time of that venue where applicable will have to sign their names in the
prescribed register and a late fee will be charged to their account.

G. CAR PARK STICKERS AND CAR PARK BAYS

Car Stickers

1

. The Club’s Car Stickers are valid for a period of 2 years i.e. 2025-2026, 2027-2028 etc.

Once Members have been informed to apply for the car stickers for the new period,
they must do so by using the prescribed application form without undue delay.

. Cars or motorbikes entering into the Club’s compound must bear a valid RSGC Car

Sticker failing which the security guard may stop such vehicles at the gate entrance
before allowing or denying entry.

. Car stickers are not transferable from one Member to another. It is also non-

transferable from one car to another under the same Member. The car stickers are for
Members’ personal use only. No Members shall give away any of the car stickers to
any other person. Members are not allowed to apply for stickers for vehicles which do
not belong to them.

. Members who have sold their car have to return the sticker to the Club for that car for

cancellation. Members who have bought a new car shall apply for a sticker for the car
to gain entry into the Club. Members who have lost their sticker or their car should
report the loss to the Club to void the sticker and car records.

. Membership Dependants (Spouses and Children) are not permitted to apply for car

stickers.

Car Park Rules

1. Members’ cars (whether driven by the Member himself or his chauffeur) must
display a valid RSGC car sticker. After a notice or a reminder letter has been issued,
Members must apply for the car stickers for their cars and display it without further

delay.

2. Other than the designated car parks, no vehicles shall be allowed to be parked at

any other areas or compound of the Club. Cars are not allowed to be parked in such
manners that obstruct other cars, haphazardly or occupying more than 1 bay.

3. Designated Waiting Area for chauffeurs and bodyguards — Chauffeurs and

bodyguards are to wait at Car Park "B" (Lower End) or Car Park ‘C’ or at the Staff/

Caddie Canteen.

. Any vehicles found flouting the Car Park Rules may be clamped by the security

guards and subject to a penalty.

. DOMESTIC SERVANTS

. Servants, maids, personal caregivers, agents, drivers, bodyguards and any other
domestic staff of Members are not permitted into the Clubhouse including the
Changing Rooms. They are also not allowed to be introduced by Members as their

guests to use any facilities.

. Drivers and bodyguards are to wait at the designated areas - Car Park ‘C’ or the

Staff/Caddie Canteen.
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3. Members’ domestic maids and personal caregivers who are registered with the Club
are allowed inside the Clubhouse’s premises for the following purposes and at the
designated areas strictly :-

« To take care of Members’ children by the sides of the children’s swimming pool
and at the Junior Clubhouse Building, children’s playroom & playground only.
(Only maids are allowed).

» To attend to Members or their spouse due to reasons of health or physical
conditions inside the Clubhouse.

» To have meals together with the Members or their spouse (who must be the
employer) at the F&B outlets inside the Clubhouse or Poolside Pavilion strictly.
Members or their spouse must accompany their maid or personal caregiver at all
times whilst in the F&B outlet.

4. Registration of maids and personal caregivers - Members are to register their maids
or personal caregivers by using the stipulated forms available at the Front-Office
Counter.

The registered maids and personal caregivers shall not be permitted to use any
facilities except for F&B purposes as stated above. They are not permitted to take
part in any activities or to represent the Members, their spouse or children in any
activities of any kind. They are not permitted to sign bills or registration book/list.
They are strictly not allowed at the Golf Courses, Driving Range and elsewhere
except at the designated areas that are permitted to them as stated above and in the
Bye-Laws / Rules & Regulations. They must wear their Identification Tag visibly at all
times.

5. The Members are responsible for the conduct and behaviour of their maids and
personal caregivers and ensure that they do not loiter in the Club premises and
outlets. Maids and personal caregivers must be properly and neatly dressed and in
accordance with the Dress Code.

I. CHANGING ROOMS - LOCKERS, TOWELS AND SAFETY BOXES

Lockers are available in the Changing Rooms for use by Members, guests and visitors.

a. Permanent Lockers
1. Members who wish to rent a locker may do so by completing and submitting
the prescribed form. Allocation of lockers for rental is on a first-come-first-served
basis, subject to availability.

2. Use of the permanent lockers is at Members’ own risk and further subject to the
terms and conditions for permanent lockers.

b. Daily Lockers

1. These are for use by guests and visitors as well as Members who do not rent a
locker.
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. Those who wish to use the daily lockers must obtain the key from the Room

Attendant and write down their name and membership account number in the
Daily Locker Register.

. Daily lockers are for day use only and all belongings must be removed from

the lockers by 10.00 pm each day and the key must be returned to the Room
Attendant otherwise a fine of RM10.00 per day shall be imposed. Items left
overnight in a daily locker will be considered as abandoned and will be transferred
to the Security Office.

. Use of the daily lockers is at one’s own risk and further subject to the terms and

conditions for daily lockers.

. One unit of locker per person. The Guest Billing Receipt is required to be

produced by the introducing Member or the guest to the attendant for verification
before issuance of a daily locker to a guest.

. Towels

1.

Towels are issued at the respective Changing Rooms and to be signed for in
the Towel Register. Towels must not be taken out of the Changing Room where
it is issued and must be returned on the same day by signing off the Register,
otherwise a penalty will be imposed. Towels must be returned within the same
day of issuance else RM15.00 per piece of towel per day will be imposed for non-
return of towel.

. Towels issued at the Poolside Changing Rooms are allowed for use up to the

poolside areas only.

. One piece of towel per person (including Members, registered spouses & children

and guests) at a time. The Guest Billing Receipt is required to be produced by the
introducing Member or the guest to the attendant for verification before issuance
of towel to a guest.

. Safety Boxes

1.

Safety boxes are available for daily use only by Members and guests and on a
first-come-first-serve basis with no charge.

. Usage before and after must be documented and signed by Members/guests.

. All belongings must be removed from the safety boxes by 9.00 pm each day

failing which the users need to report to the Security Department.

The safety box will be reported as abandoned and the content will be handed
over to the Security Department as unclaimed items.

. The Club reserves the right to open and access the safety box or to allow the

items to be stored in excess of 12 hours.
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J. OTHERS

1. Smoking and Non-Smoking Areas - Smoking is only permitted at designated
areas. Strict compliance is to be observed at areas sign-posted “Non-Smoking”. No
person shall shift any signage, demarcation line or tables or chairs to re-designate
such areas.

2. Use of Mobile Phones - Use of mobile phones is only permitted at designated areas.
Strict compliance is to be observed at areas sign-posted “No Mobile Phone”. No
person shall shift any signage, demarcation line or tables or chairs to re-designate
such areas.

3. Procedure on Lost & Found ltems - Members who have lost their personal
belongings in the Club premises may report their loss to the Security Officer by
completing a prescribed form.

4. Parking of Golf Sets - Parking of golf sets along the passageway of outside the
Clubhouse Men’s Changing Room is only temporary. (No overnight parking is
allowed). Left behind golf sets will be subject to a penalty of RM50.00 per day
for safekeeping and release of the golf sets. Storage facilities are available at the
golf bag storage area. Please apply to the Sports Department for golf bag storage
facilities, subject to availability.

CONDUCT & COURTESY
ON THE COURSE / GOLF RULINGS

Players shall at all times observe the conduct of golf as prescribed under the Rules of
Golf, Bye-Laws, Rules & Regulations and directives laid down by The Committee on
all matters including but not limited to dress code, littering and pace of play guidelines.

1. GENERAL - CONDITIONS OF PLAY

No play is permitted before the first tee-off time.

When any nine is reserved for Booked-Times, no play is permitted before the
first Booked-Time. This condition may vary according to course renovation or
maintenance schedules.

On days when a Booked-Time sheet is in operation, Members who have not
booked a starting time are not permitted to play on the designated course,
unless approved and directed by the Front-Office Counter.

A single player has no standing and shall give way to a flight of any kind.
Unless otherwise directed by the Course Marshals or staff of Front-Office
Counter, no flight shall start from any tee other than the first (1) or tenth (10*)
hole of any course.

On Public Holidays, course control will be as for Sundays. Course Control
applies throughout the day.

The player with the lowest handicap in a flight is responsible for his flight in
observing the conduct of golf, pace of play, the suspension and resumption of
play following siren signals.

No mobile phone is to be used on the golf course during any golf competition.
Unauthorised person is not allowed to accompany a golfer on the golf course.
A player must have his/her own bag of clubs.

Players should display their Golf Bag Tag on their golf bags.

No practice shots are permitted on any part of the courses, except where
permitted or required by the Rules of Golf.

During peak periods, every flight must have a caddie when caddies are
available.

All Club competitions shall be organised by the Club Management and under
the control of The Committee.

All players (Members, guests and visitors) shall have registered for their golf
flight at the Front-Office Counter prior to play.

No player shall play in @ manner that is perilous to others or play a ball until
players including caddies in front are out of range.

No one should move, talk or stand close to or directly behind the ball or the
hole when a player is addressing the ball or making a stroke.

The player who has the honour should play first, before his opponent or fellow
competitor plays his ball.

Holes in Bunkers

Before leaving a bunker, a player should carefully fill up and smooth with
a rake over all holes and footprints made by him. The rake should then be
placed outside the bunker in a position that does not affect the movement of a
ball in flight.

Damage to Greens - Flagsticks, Bags, Etc.

Players should ensure that when putting down bags, or the flagstick, no
damage is done to the putting green, and that neither they nor their caddies
damage the hole by standing close to it, in handling the flagstick or in removing
the ball from the hole. The flagstick should be properly replaced in the hole
before the players leave the putting green.

Damage Through Practice Swings
In taking practice swings, players should avoid causing damage to the course,
particularly the tees, by removing divots.

Repair Divots, Ball Marks and Damage by Spikes

A player should ensure that any divot hole made by him, and any damage to
the putting green made by a ball is carefully repaired. On completion of the
hole by all players in the group, damage to the putting green caused by golf
shoe spikes should also be repaired.

PRIORITY ON THE COURSE AND COURSE CONTROL

All players shall at all times observe all directions of Play Control and Course
Marshals.

Cross-over flights will have no standing and will loss crossing-over priority if
the golfers fail to tee-off within the stipulated time.

PACE OF PLAY

In the interest of all, players should play without delay (ready golf is encouraged
during social play).

Players searching for a ball should signal the players behind them to pass as
soon as it becomes apparent that the ball will not easily be found. They should
not continue play until the players following them have passed and are out of
range.
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5.3 When the play of a hole has been completed, players should immediately leave
the putting green.

5.4 If aflight fails to keep its pace on the course and loses more than one clear hole
on the players in front, it should invite the flight following to pass.

. LOSS OF POSITION
Subject to the pace of play guidelines, if the flight in front has lost a clear hole, the
player with the lowest handicap in the flight behind shall advise the flight in front
through a Course Marshall that they must either :-

a) close the gap with the players in front of them without further delay; or
b) allow the flight behind through

Upon receipt of the message of slow play, the flight in front shall immediately
exercise either option (a) or (b) as mentioned above. If no corrective action is taken
by the offending flight, the matter should be reported to the Front-Office Counter or
Course Marshals on-duty at the earliest opportunity.

. HANDICAPPING
7.1 Handicaps will be processed and reviewed daily. Members are encouraged to
submit their scores via their personal MyRSGC Mobile App’s accounts after
each round, in order to receive updated handicap on the next day. A score
submitted for handicap purposes must be certified by a marker in accordance
to Rules of Handicapping 4.4 (i) Certification of a Score.

7.2 “Consecutive 9-Holes Scores” occur when two 9-holes rounds are played in the
interim. The two 9-holes scores are added to create an acceptable score.

7.3 The WHS Handicapping System including for 9-holes scores has been
enforced since 1 January 1989. Members must submit their 18-holes and
9-holes scores for handicapping.

7.4 Failure to return the score-cards may result in withdrawal of handicap or
assignment by the Golf & Caddies Sub-committee.

7.5 Members shall play to their course handicap. The golf registration system of
the Club automatically computes a Member’s course handicap based on his
current WHS Handicap Index and the slope rating of the course to be played
at. The course handicap will be printed on the score-card for easy reference.

. LITTER
Litterbins are provided at every tee in order to help maintain cleanliness. Please use
these bins and do not litter the courses.

. GOLF COURSE MAINTENANCE
There is a weekly schedule for the maintenance of each of the courses (per 9-Hole).
Other maintenance programmes may be carried from time to time to further improve
the conditions of the courses. The course venue for competitions may also be
subject to change depend on course availability. Members shall be duly notified of
any changes.

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Lightning Siren Blasts to be adhered to for all Qutdoor Activities

The lightning detection system at the Front-Office Counter will blast upon detection
of the first (1%) lightning strike within a 5-mile (about 9-km) radius of the Club to warn
golfers to take precaution against such lightning strikes. The following siren blasts are
to be adhered to by the golfers:-

To Stop Play - One (1) continuous note of siren for one (1) minute — One (1) lightning
strike has been detected within the above-mentioned radius.

These siren blasts are also applicable to all other outdoor activities such as swimming,
tennis, jogging, Driving Range, Children’s Outdoor Playground, etc. Management may
close the courts if adverse circumstances exist.

Also, once the_ red warning light at the poolside area (Recreational / “Tai-Chi” Terrace) is
flashed, all swimmers must come out of the pools and take shelter at an enclosed area.

Jogging Track for Members and Rules & Regulations governing Jogging
(Effective 5 January 2017)

Designated Jogging Track at the 2nd Old Course, subject to the following Rules &

TERMS & CONDITIONS OF RECIPROCAL ARRANGEMENTS

Reciprocal Clubs

Overseas Reciprocal Clubs (i.e. outside of Malaysia) :-

Reciprocal privileges are offered to Members temporarily visiting the country either
on business or on holiday. Therefore, Members of The Royal Selangor Golf Club
who are residing in the country in which a reciprocal club is located may not use
the facilities of that club. Similarly, Members of reciprocal clubs located outside
of Malaysia who are residing in Malaysia may not use the facilities of The Royal
Selangor Golf Club.

Local Reciprocal Clubs (i.e. within Malaysia) :-

Members from reciprocal clubs in the various States of Malaysia who are residing
in Kuala Lumpur or the State of Selangor may not use the facilities of The Royal
Selangor Golf Club.

Upon arrival at the reciprocal club, he shall present
these documents for registration purposes before using the reciprocal club's
facilities. The Introduction Card/Letter is for the personal use of the holder and is
non-transferable. It must not be altered in any manner.

A Visiting Member playing golf at a reciprocal club must also produce his current
golf handicap card or certificate for registration at the host club.

Apart from the above-mentioned documents, RSGC Members visiting the Hong
Kong Golf Club, Singapore Island Country Club, Red Mountain Golf Club, Loch
Palm Golf Club and Riverdale Golf Club and vice-versa shall produce their passport
for registration at the host club. Photocopy of the passport is acceptable with the
main page containing the holder’s particulars and page with the date stamp of
arrival in the country.

The reciprocal arrangements permit the use of a reciprocal club’s facilities for up to
14 days in a calendar year per Member unless otherwise specified in the respective
club's reciprocal agreement with The Royal Selangor Golf Club.

Green fees and facilities fees (except for caddies, buggies, golfer’s insurance, golf-
items rental, purchases at Pro Shop, food & beverage and other services) are not
payable by the visiting Members unless otherwise specified in the respective club’s
reciprocal agreement with The Royal Selangor Golf Club.
